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University of Basra Policies in Reducing the Impact of Alien Species
on Campus

It is very important for the university to provide its attendees (staff,
students and visitors) with a safe and healthy environment free of
any kind of alien species, whether these living species are animal,
plant or fungal creatures, which may appear out of the blue on the
campus, which we are not used to be seen in this area. That.is, it is
not its natural environment and its emergenceposes aydanger to the
people on campus.

The reason for the emergence of these alien species may be due to
the climatic changes that have sweptiythe world recently, the
pollution caused by wars in the region, or, the failure of some
government agencies to perform their duties in preserving the
environment and creating,.an, appropriate atmosphere for the
university community. This important matter was confirmed by many
international and pational laws such as the United Nations
Environment Program,of 1972 and 1992, as well as Article (33) of the
Iragi Constitutionnof'2005; which stated that: “Firstly: Everyone has
the right tolive in sound environmental conditions. Secondly: The
state guarantees'the protection and preservation of the environment
and “bio-development,” together with the Iraqgi Ministry of
Environment Law No. 37 of 2008, in addition to the Law of Protection
and Improvement of the Environment No. 27 of 2009. Accordingly,
the University of Basra has developed this policy:

Article 1:

This policy aims at providing a safe environment for all university-
attendees so as to maintain the health of the community, due to the
close relationship between the members of the community inside



and outside the university. Therefore, the university is keen to
maintain a natural, healthy and safe environment for all, and takes
all the possible actions to achieve this goal.

Article 2:

The University of Basra aims to monitor the emergence of alien
species and address this problem in cooperation with the rest of the
university departments and state institutions specialised in‘this area.

Article 3:

The University of Basra concerned with researching and investigating
alien species that may appear suddenlyon, the university campus, so
the prior research is as a precautionaryymeasure_that precedes the
emergence of disasters, which helpsyto cordon off their emergence
and prevent their spread togthéwmaximum possible extent. The
research and investigation must, be ‘periodically and at regular
intervals.

Article 4:

The University of Basra.must move quickly when it receives a report
of the emergence“efia strange species in the university, work to
surrolind «it, ‘prevent its spread, and contact the competent
authorities toxdispose of it in a safe manner.

Article 5;

The University of Basra works in coordination with the competent
government agencies such as the civil defense and the municipality,
in addition to coordination with other relevant university
departments.

Article 6:



The university works through the Media Unit to set up awareness
campaigns in the colleges and institutes affiliated with the university.
The goal of such campaigns is to familiarize individuals with the need
to inform the Environmental Unit when they notice alien species and
not approach them.

Article 7:

The coordination with international bodies and civil society
organizations to address the problem of the .emergence, of alien
species and collect donations to purchase the devices which are
suitable to dispose of these species safely.

Article 8:

Encouraging the scientific faculties @f Basra University to conduct
studies on alien species and how, tondeal with them in a manner that
creates an appropriate healthy,environment.

Article 9:

The University of Basra has to conduct a periodic review of this policy
in order togevaluate“anddevelop it in a way that leads to the
achievement ofithendesired purpose.

Article 10:

The University of Basra shall work on proposing and amending the
legal provisions that regulate the process of combating alien species
and submits these propositions to the competent authority (the
House of Representatives) through its official channels.
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
